Samuel Johnson is a fascinating author. He began writing poetry as early as age 15, but throughout his

lifetime, he wrote a great variety of works. For instance, he wrote plays and short biographies and articles.
He wanted to be a teacher, but couldn’t find work. He attempted to open a school, but too few students
were interested so he turned to writing.
Unfortunately his family lost nearly all of their money and fell into poverty. It was an extremely difficult
time for them, and Johnson’s writing did not bring in the money they needed. He wanted to complete his
education at Pembroke College in Oxford, but he didn’t have the money and was forced to quit early. He
then tried to become a lawyer without a law degree and wasn’t accepted. Finally, he decided to write a
dictionary.

Elders often need some kind of help with their
day-to-day tasks. They may need help reading their e-mails, or they may need constant care because of
their health problems. Let them know you are interested in helping them. Don’t guess about what the
person needs or wants. If you do, the person may feel that you think they are disabled or you don’t respect
them. You can say something like, “Grandmother, I know you may not need my help, but if you’d like some
help around the house, 1’d love to do that for you.”

Take on the responsibilities you can. You might not be able to provide all the care that the person needs.
For example, if someone needs nursing around the clock, and you are not available all the time. However,
you can hire a nurse by paying to satisfy their needs. The problem is that in some cultures, it is considered

disrespectful or a failure to hire someone outside the family to care for an elder.
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Don’t ignore or forget yourself. Taking care of an elder may create some changes in your life, but it

should not cause you to lose your job or give up your musts.

Help them stay healthy. Elders may have a hard time staying active and eating healthy meals. They may

have trouble moving around. Shopping and cooking may be difficult for them. Visit the person regularly

and go for a walk with them. Even a short walk provides fresh air and movement. Bring them food when

you come for a visit. In this way, they won’t need to spend a lot of energy to get a nutritious meal. If you

can’t bring them food, look into programs such as Meals on Wheels which deliver food to the elderly.

Samuel Johnson is a fascinating author. He began writing poetry as early as age 15, but
throughout his lifetime, he wrote a great variety of works. For instance, he wrote plays and short
biographies and articles. He wanted to be a teacher, but couldn’t find work. He attempted to open a
school, but too few students were interested so he turned to writing.

Unfortunately, his family lost nearly all of their money and fell into poverty. It was an extremely
difficult time for them, and Johnson’s writing did not bring in the money they needed. He wanted
to complete his education at Pembroke College in Oxford, but he didn’t have the money and was
forced to quit early. He then tried to become a lawyer without a law degree and wasn’t accepted.
Finally, he decided to write a dictionary.

The world had dictionaries, but the English wanted a new one, as language was constantly
changing and developing. With just six helpers, Johnson read several prominent books and then
compiled and defined more than 40,000 words that he found in those books.

One of Johnson’s unique accomplishments was that he defined all of the differing meanings of
single words.
